Dear Catholic Communities of Brawley and Westmorland:

I hope and pray that you are well. We have arrived to Ordinary Time and this day’s Solemnity is what we
might consider a concept Sunday. In other words, rather than celebrate a historical event, we take time to af-
firm and understand that God is Trinity. This Sunday reveals the ultimate truth, the nature of ultimate reality,
the nature of God. (It does not define God, but it truly reveals God.) The data for Christian theology are first of all Christ
himself. On the one hand, he called God his Father, prayed to him, loved him, taunght his teaching, and obeyed his will. On the
other hand, be claimed to be one with, and equal to, the Father. And he also promised to send the Spirit. The Scriptural data
from which the Church derives the doctrine of the Trinity are essentially: 1) that there is only one God (Deuteronomy 6:4); 2)
that the Father is God (Jobn 5:18); 3) that the Son is God (John 8:58); and 4) that the Holy Spirit is God (Matthew 28:19).

Today is the first Sunday after many months outside of our Church to celebrate Mass. There is still no pre-
cept or obligation to go to Mass (that may happen on the First Sunday of Advent if the pandemic has
passed). Please pass the word on to families, neighbors and friends that we have indoor and outdoor Masses.
We thank God for this opportunity and hope that it we do it well.

Surveys, dialogue, discernment

Thank you for participating in the survey and for your feedback. Most of the responses reflected gratitude,
generous hearts, and joy. We are a Catholic community with many campuses to fulfill the mission — salvation
and sanctification: Sacred Heart — which includes the school, St. Margaret Mary, and St. Joseph. We have a
number of Mass times to meet the needs of the faithful. Remember, we are not separate parishes but a group
of people journeying towards the same goal with different campuses to serve the mission. We are first and
foremost members of the Body of Christ. If it only is about a parish or a building, then it runs the risk of
idolatry. God has given us supernatural events to bring us together: Earthquake and structural damage at
+OLPH, a fire at St. Margaret Mary, and now a pandemic to remind us that we are one body — one commu-
nity of believers. Having said that — there were a few negative comments in the survey like: “I don’t care
about St. Margaret Mary. I just care about Sacred Heart.” “You should close Sacred Heart School. It’s a waste
of money.” “I’ll only go to Mass if it’s at St. Margaret Mary.” “If you don’t go back to way things were, I’ll
stop my tithing.” These are not the responses of a follower of Christ. I want to invite the people who made
these comments and everyone else to reflect on some Scriptures: Sirach 35:1-12, Psalm 50, 2 Corinthians 9:6-
10. The main teaching of these Scriptures is that believers give with joy and generosity, not with angriness,
bitterness, detraction, back-biting and passive aggressive destruction tactics. When looking at the big picture,
one can remark: “Wow. We are blessed. We have numerous Masses, weddings, funerals, Baptisms, quincen-
eras, Confessions. We have many opportunities to be sanctified and growth in our love and our faith.
